The structure is of unknown origin, but Commissioner 

Stephen Roth believes it was built circa 1880.  Above the 

doorway are lead pencil inscriptions including the 

signatures of Alonso Russell and Frank Petty, both 

prominent local pioneers.   

 

Over time the Commission will construct a more suitable 

foundation, landscape the surrounding area and conduct 

continued research on the structure’s origin and owners.  It 

is definitely a meaningful part of the area’s history and one 

that should be seen to be appreciated.
