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Meeting with UDO'T Reps

The Mayor recently had an opportunity to meet with
representatives from UDOT to talk about future planning
for work by UDOT in Springdale. There has been some
discussion recently about the road being reconstructed and
when that might happen.

UDOT reported that the project to reconstruct SR-9 is on
the planning “to do” list, but has not yet been programed
for with money for either design or construction. If the
Transportation Commission acts this year to approve the
SR-9 project to be on the State Transportation
Improvement Program (or STIP), it would be approved for
fiscal year 2018 funding,.

UDOT has a traffic app for both apple and android
smartphones. The app provides mobile access to
information from UDOT’s traffic information system.

Some of the information available includes:

* Current traffic conditions on Utah’s freeways and major
surface streets.

¢ Lists of accidents, road constructions activities and
other hazards.

* Special events that affect traffic.

e Current road weather conditions and road weather
forecasts.

* Seasonal road closure status.

* Closed-circuit television traffic camera images

* A TravelWise Alert push feature for emergency
notifications.

We now have the opportunity to recycle cardboard in
Springdale. The cardboard recycle bin is up by the
recycling binnies on Lion Boulevard (dirt lot past the park
and tennis courts).

Republic Services (aka Allied Waste) is providing the
cardboard recycling container as a service to the
community.

All cardboard must be flattened and must be placed inside
the container. If the container is full, DO NOT place
boxes or garbage next to the bin. The bin is emptied
weekly. If it’s full come back another day.
